1. Welcome & Agenda Review.  Chris welcomed everyone  and reviewed the  membership.
2. Acceptance of Minutes of June 23, 04. Accepted with one revision that Maureen Leitch was not listed as having sent her regrets. 
1. Business Arising from Minutes

1.1 Dementia Network funds  - The remainder of our funds have been allocated to the physician task group. The remainder of our funds has been received at the Alzheimer Society of Greater Simcoe County as planned at our last meeting. These have been allocated for the physician task group report.
1.2 Terms of Reference Review Membership was reviewed.  Judy Speyer and Marie Weadge will continue. Annemarie Welch is stepping down. Susan Nagy will contact the CNS at OSMH to see if she is interested in representing the hospital. Vicki Coates will be our DHC rep.   
2. New Business
2.1 Forum Evaluation Val reviewed the results. 19 evaluations were returned. 1 person strongly disagreed that their needs were being met. Most of others agreed or strongly agreed that we were addressing their issues. 16/19 comments were positive. Discussion how the form used has been adapted from previously used forms so that we have some consistency in feedback received. Doriano commented that, as a process exercise, participants with a personal need for skills or knowledge may not feel that the Forum meets their needs yet is still a positive event.
2.2 Directory Task Group Val reported that the web-site is now available on-line. This facilitates Val’s work of loading information http://www.dementianetworksc.org Web committee has completed all of the initial formatting and Val is now loading info. One challenge has been the collection of accurate information from varied providers. Val reviewed some segments of the site. There was some thought that other people need to be comfortable with adding or changing information so that we aren’t entirely dependent on Val. She is trying to capture notes for a ‘manual’ as she works so that there will be a reference for others.
2.3  Physician Task Group – Group has met over the summer. There were 2 action plans. One is the development of a kit for County physicians about screening tools etc to send out to them hopefully in Awareness Month. We have also been working on educational materials for people to pick up in doctors’ offices that would encourage them to discuss their concerns about memory loss. Also, the Network was able to provide a display for a physician Peer Presenter session in Collingwood. Debbie and Val attended on our behalf. The focus was driving and dementia and assessment tools. It was well attended with 16 participants including some from the Rural Ontario Medical Program (ROMP).which is positive. We have offered to help in facilitating and advertising for future events. Dr. Moser who presented was very interested in helping us and in linking to the Geriatrics Grand Rounds which is distributed through North Network.

3.1 Forum Planning The date has been set for Nov. 3 in the Community Room of the CCAC. Time is 8:30-12:00. There was a general discussion of what should be done on that day. We want to review our logic model and determine priorities, review the terms of reference, presentations from the task groups, review of the MAREP study results.
