       Canadian Consensus Guidelines on Dementia:  (CMAJ,1999)


Recommended lab work:


CBC


Measurement of TSH, serum electrolytes, serum calcium   


       and serum glucose levels





Cranial CT should be done when one or more of these criteria are present:


Patient is < 60 years old


Rapid (1-2 months), unexplained decline in cognition or function


Recent, significant head trauma


Unexplained, neurologic symptoms




















 “short” duration of dementia (< 2 years


History of cancer


Anticoagulant use, or hx of bleeding disorder


Hx of urinary incontinence or gait disorder early in the course of dementia


Any new localizing sign


Unusual or atypical cognitive symptoms or presentation
