“Me & U-First Project”
The Simcoe County Dementia Network is thrilled to announce that it will be receiving shortly, a sustainability grant from the Post Alzheimer Strategy, Staff Education and Training Committee, to carry out the Me & U-First! Project. This project was proposed by the Dementia Network steering committee in consultation with Dementia Network partners.  The Me & U-First! Project is designed to facilitate sustainability of PIECES and U-First! training that was carried out through the Alzheimer Strategy, and consists of three main component areas including:

1. The development of the Me & U-First! Guide, a communication and care planning tool to be used by persons with dementia, their caregivers and health care providers.
2. Informing the community about the Me & U-First! Guide and promoting its use.

3. Development of a series of e-learning training modules for front line workers that incorporates information regarding:

· Aging/dementia/psychogeriatric issues
· U-First! language and approach to providing care

· Orientation to the Me & U-First! Guide
