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our vision - that persons directly affected by dementia in Simcoe County will experience optimal quality of life through a network of health and support services which respects individual choice and strives for excellence. 

The above vision was prepared by a committee representing the participants at the Network Visioning Session last November. The copious notes and recommendations were incorporated into the vision statement and a logic model. The logic model is an organized format for strategic planning. To ensure consistency in the County, we followed a structure similar to the one developed by the Simcoe County Seniors Health Planning Committee.

At our fourth forum since the Network was launched last June, we prioritized the issues and developed the framework for the following initial task groups.

Workgroup # 1: Establishment of standards for annual dementia education/training for formal caregivers in acute care and LTC (facilities, retirement and community agencies)

Workgroup #2: Creation of a directory of services within Simcoe County and in doing so, identify best practices related to core services and gaps in service

The Simcoe County Dementia Network Steering Committee is now seeking participants for these workgroups. A Call for Participation was just sent out. Replies are to be in by July 18th from Network members who are able to contribute to the practical work of these groups. We anticipate that each group will meet once a month with project work along the way. Participation on the task groups will be time-limited. Each group will evaluate their progress and success before proceeding for another term.

Please consider seriously your ability to help improve the system of care for persons with dementia, their formal and informal caregivers. Diversity in membership will help to create a better outcome and we will work with all interested participants to maximize their contribution while maintaining a manageable group size.
